-- R&D institutes cannot be separate applicants for aid

-- applicants must fulfi l the eligibility conditions pursuant to Act No. 130/2002 Coll., 
on Support for Research and Development from Public Funds 
(e.g. professional experience, trade license, no outstanding debt towards 
governmental institutions, etc.)

Other terms and conditions
-- participants of each project must include at least one participant from the Czech 

side and one participant from the Israeli side that do not have the same owner 

-- the period of project implementation must not exceed 3 calendar years 
from the day the decision to grant aid is issued

-- the extent of a research institution‘s participation in an R&D project may 
maximally be 30% of total eligible project costs
